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Urban Design Element

Enhance the beauty and livability of the city by protecting its historic design
legacy, reinforcing the identity of its neighborhoods, harmoniously integrating
new construction with existing buildings and the natural environment, and
improving the vitality, appearance, and security of streets and public spaces.

Economic Development Element

Purpose

Addresses the future of the District's economy and the creation of economic
opportunity for current and future District residents. It includes strategies to
sustain Washington’s major industries, diversity our economy, accommodate
job growth, maintain small businesses and neighborhood commercial districts,
and increase access to employment for residents.

Godal

Strengthen the District's economy by sustaining its core industries, attracting
new and diverse industries, accommodating future job growth, fostering the
success of small businesses, revitalizing neighborhood commercial centers,
improving resident job skills, and helping a greater number of District residents
find and keep jobs in the Washington regional economy.
